ANNEX F (Adult High School Diploma Programs) to School Recruiting Plan

1.  Due to the different types of instructions and USAREC’s policy on Adult Education Programs (AEP), all individuals need to have graduated from the Adult Education High School Diploma Program and have had an “Education Tier Status checklist” (per USAREC policy) completed and signed prior to DEP-in.

2.  The “Adult Education Tier Status Checklist” (Encl. 1) is to be obtained and completed by the Education Specialist, Executive Officer, or Battalion Operations Officer at least 24 hours prior to DEP-in.

3.  The following documents need to be provided so that the Tier status can be determined:

a. Transcripts from the school.

b. Transcripts from previous high school.

c. Diploma from the school.

4.  The “Adult Education Tier Status Checklist” is used to determine whether the individual can be contracted as:

a. Tier I – High School Graduate.

b. Tier II – Alternative Credential Holder.

c. Tier III – Non-High School Graduate.

5.  Questionable AEP’s will be identified and reported, through CLTs, to the Battalion Education Specialist for Tier status evaluation and determination.  The Operations Officer will make Tier status determination in the absence of the Education Specialist.

6.  Non-High School graduate applicants currently enrolled in an AEP will not be contracted unless they are within 90 days of graduation – No exceptions allowed.

7.  Address any questions/problems to the battalion Education Specialist.
