ANNEX L: Coalition Building

1. The purpose of coalition building is to reach out to members of the business, medical and 

education community to inform them that we share common goals and that we are committed to building alliances to achieve these goals.  By building education partnerships in support of the National Education Goals, we show the Army’s thorough commitment to education.  You are encouraged to actively seek out the organizations that are forming partnerships between business leaders and the educational community.  These organizations take different forms in each community.  For instance, the U.S. Chamber of Commerce and local Chambers of Commerce work together with the local schools in many areas across the country.  Recruiters are encouraged to take part in local business and education coalition building programs.  Participation in community service programs allows our recruiters to develop a common goal with educators and business leaders, which potentially provides for greater access to schools.  Several informational sources within the 6th Brigade territory are provided for your reference to include: S-T-W, State and National Association of Partnerships in Education (NAPE), National Occupational Information Coordinating Committee (NOICC), and the State Occupational Information Coordinating Committees (SOICC).  You are encouraged to contact these organizations and get involved, if you have not done so already.
