Mandatory Influenza Immunization Instructions
1. All Army personnel will receive an influenza immunization no later than 30 November 2011.

2. Soldiers stationed at Army facilities will receive their Flu immunization at the local hospital, clinic, or TMC.  Please ensure that the immunization is entered into a military Immunization Tracking System (ITS) (MEDPROS or E-Immune).  If you have any problems having the immunization entered into an ITS, use the attached worksheet and fax the information to the 32d Medical Brigade, Student Detachment for entry into MEDPROS.

3. Soldiers not stationed near a military installation should receive an influenza immunization from their primary care provider or from Tricare approved civilian agencies (most chain pharmacies and some major retail stores (ie HEB)).  Have the doctor’s office or clinic complete the attached form, then fax it back to the Student Detachment for entry into MEDPROS.  (This form can also be used if stationed at an Air Force or Navy installation that does not enter Army personnel into their ITS.)

4. If you have a documented allergy to eggs or egg products, latex, previous flu injection, or prior history of Guillain-Barre Syndrome complete the top portion of the Flu Worksheet, fill in the “Allergies” section, and sign your name.  Fax the form back to the Student Detachment along with supporting medical documentation.  A medical exception code can be entered into MEDPROS for the influenza vaccine.
