Green Platoon training is held once a year to train potential Soldiers to skydive so they may attend the Golden Knight Selection and Assessment program in the fall. The Green Platoon concept is to train the most highly motivated and physically fit Soldiers to skydive and progress through a series of gates over a six week training course in order to successfully continue through the program. Once you have successfully completed Green Platoon Training you will attend the Golden Knight Selection and Assessment Program six week later. This program is designed to evaluate potential candidates to fill vacant positions on the US Army Parachute Teams. These positions are on one of the two demonstration teams. Each of the 2 demonstration teams travel approximately 230 to 250 days per year. By agreeing to attend the Green Platoon Training and potentially attend the GKAS you will be required to re-enlist of extend to meet the initial assignment requirement of 48 months stabilization once selected for assignment to the Team.

The demonstration teams spend up to 250 days per year TDY over weekends and holidays. It is important that you and your family know this!  You must discuss this with your family to ensure there will not be any problems with your deployments.

Failure to do so may result in the Soldier not being accepted to train. *If the Soldier completes Green Platoon Training it is understood that they will attend Golden Knight Selection and Assessment Training 5 September for 2 months. If the Soldier is assigned to a deployable unit the Soldier must have all fences removed and be removed for the deployable unit TDA in the event they are selected to become a member of this Team. Once selected they will be immediately placed on orders to fill vacancies within the Team. This letter must be endorsed by the Soldiers Battalion and Brigade S-1, SGM and Commander.
