(Equivalent to ARCOM)


Recognizes service or achievements that contribute significantly to the accomplishment of the mission of an Army activity, command or staff agency, or to the welfare of Army personnel


Suggested hours 4,500 plus – awards are not based solely upon hours                           (DA Form 1256)








DA Certificate of Appreciation for Patriotic Service


Recognizes patriotic civilian service that contributes to the mission of an Army activity, command or staff agency, or to the welfare of Army personnel


Suggested hours 2,500 – 4,500 – awards are not based solely upon hours                 (DA Form 1256)

Prestigious award that recognizes volunteer service that makes a substantial contribution to USAREC


Suggested hours 500 plus








USAREC Silver


Prestigious award that recognizes volunteer service that makes a substantial contribution to USAREC


Suggested hours 250 – 300
